


NSW Home Saver Rebates

The NSW Government'’s Climate Change

Fund is helping business, households, schools,
communities and government save energy,
water and greenhouse gas emissions.

It includes $170 million for rebates to help households make
their homes more water and energy efficient. NSW Home
Saver Rebates are available for hot water systems, hot
water circulators, rainwater tanks, water efficient washing
machines and dual flush toilets.

Water heating is the biggest energy user in NSW homes.
Electric hot water systems typically account for a third of
household energy use.

The NSW Hot Water System Rebate is available for the
installation of a new gas, solar or heat pump hot water
system to replace an existing electric system. It is available
for water systems for residential properties only, and needs
to be purchased and installed between 1 October 2007 and
30 June 2011".

The hot water system must be installed by a licensed plumber

to ensure that all relevant requirements and regulations
are met.

Hot water systems installed to comply with BASIX (the
Building Sustainability Index) for new homes and major

renovations are not eligible for a rebate. Visit www.basix.nsw.

4 $300 for a gas hot water system with a 5 star or higher
energy rating or

4 $300 for a solar or heat pump hot water system with
20 or more Renewable Energy Certificates (RECs)™.

Note: Those installing a gas instantaneous hot water
system with a 5 star rating or more are also eligible

to apply for the $150 rebate for the installation of

a regulated or on demand hot water circulator.

Your supplier and/or licensed plumber will be able to provide

you with more information about RECs.

To ensure the correct rebate is paid, your licensed plumber
must provide the exact model number, as listed in the
Australian Gas Association Directory (www.aga.asn.au),

or in the register of solar hot water and heat pumps
published by the Office of the Renewable Energy Regulator
(www.orer.gov.au).

The Australian Government'’s Energy Efficiency Package is
also providing households with rebates for heat pumps and
solar hot water systems. Visit www.environment.gov.au/
energyefficiency for information.

Some local councils have specific rules covering the installation

of hot water systems. Check with your local council before
installing your hot water system to ensure you are complying with
planning requirements.

You should carefully consider where you install your heat pump so
that you are not in breach of NSW noise control regulations. Visit
www.environment.nsw.gov.au/noise/neighbourhoodnoise.htm
for more information.

You apply for the rebate after the hot water system has been

installed. You will need to:

<+ read and agree to the terms and conditions in this brochure

<+ complete and sign the attached rebate application form

=+ ensure a licensed plumber has completed Sections 4 and 5 of
the application form, providing full details about your new hot
water system and signed it

< attach a copy of the receipt(s) for the hot water system and

installation to demonstrate proof of purchase and installation,
showing payment has been made.

From 15 January 2010, the total amount of NSW Home Saver
Rebates payments a NSW householder can receive cannot exceed
$1500. For example, a household might claim a $150 washing
machine rebate, $150 hot water circulator rebate and a

$1000 rainwater tank rebate. The total NSW Home Saver Rebates
claimed is $1300 which is below the $1500 household cap.
