


NSW Home Saver Rebates

The NSW Government’s Climate Change

Fund is helping business, households, schools,
communities and government save energy,
water and greenhouse gas emissions.

It includes $170 million for rebates to help
households make their homes more water
and energy efficient. NSW Home Saver
Rebates are available for hot water systems,
hot water circulators, rainwater tanks,
water efficient washing machines and dual
flush toilets.

What is the Dual Flush Toilet Rebate?

A rebate of $200 is available for replacing a single flush toilet
suite with a dual flush toilet suite that has a WELS* rating of
4 stars or more.

Single flush toilets are one of the biggest users of water in
NSW homes, using 12 litres of drinking water with every flush,
even when a full flush isn't needed.

A dual flush can reduce this water use to four and a half litres for
a full flush and and three litres for a half flush, saving households
around 25,000 litres or nearly 3,000 buckets of water a year.

* Water efficiency ratings

The Water Efficiency Labelling and
Standards (WELS) scheme requires
certain products to be registered and
labelled with their water efficiency.
The more blue stars a product has,
the less water it uses. For more

Dual flush toilets installed to comply with BASIX (the Building
Sustainability Index) for new homes and

major renovations are not eligible for a rebate.

Does my toilet qualify for the rebate?
To qualify you must:

=+ purchase a new dual flush toilet suite with a water rating
of 4 stars or higher (for both the cistern and the pan)
between 15 January 2010 and 30 June 2011 inclusive

+ replace a single flush toilet suite

=+ install the dual flush toilet suite in a residential property
in NSW.

Sydney Water customers must use the official Sydney Water
dual flush toilet application form to receive a rebate. Download
the form at www.sydneywater.com.au or contact Sydney Water
on 132 092.

Please note it is your responsibility to ensure that the toilet
suite you are buying qualifies for the rebate.

To confirm which dual flush toilet suites qualify for the
rebate ask in store or visit www.waterrating.gov.au for an up
to date list of eligible models.

How do | claim my rebate?

To claim your rebate you will need to:

-+ read and accept the terms and conditions in this brochure
-+ complete and sign the attached rebate application form

-+ make sure your plumber completes and signs Sections 4
and 5 of the application form

<+ attach a copy of the receipt(s) for the dual flush toilet
suite showing payment in full has been made

There is a limit of one 4 star dual flush toilet rebate
per property.

From 15 January 2010, the total amount of NSW Home
Saver Rebates a household can receive must not exceed
$1500 per property. For example a household might claim
a $150 washing machine rebate, $150 hot water circulator
rebate, $1000 rainwater tank rebate. The total NSW Home
Saver Rebates claimed is $1300 which is below the $1500
household cap.

Applications must be received within six months of the
installation date or no later than 5.00pm on 30 September
2011 (whichever is sooner).

When will | receive my $200 rebate?

The Department of Environment, Climate Change

and Water NSW will acknowledge receipt of your
application and provide an estimated turnaround time for
your payment. Most rebate payments will be made within
60 days of receiving the completed application form and
receipt(s), subject to verification of your application details.
